Ranchi AIC -: A Successful & Purposeful Conference:-

The sixth All India Conference of NFTE- BSNL was concluded on 30/08/2022 with the
unanimous election of central office bearers. This conference was organised in a very
grand manner by the Jharkhand Circle Union under the able leadership of Com. Mahabir
Singh, Circle Secretary and Secretary (CHQ ) . The three day conference began in Ranchi
on 28/08/ 22 was preceded by the National Executive Committee meeting on the evening
of 27th August.

President Islam Ahmad presided over both the NEC meeting and the AIC . General
Secretary submitted the draft report and accounts along with few amendments to the
union constitution for the approval of the NEC . All of the documents were adopted
unanimously by the NEC. A four member Resolution Committee was formed with
Comrades C. K. Mathivanan, Chilamwar, Ranjan Dani and Natarajan.

On the morning of 28/08/22 flag hoisting ceremony was held. Com . Islam and C. Singh
hoisted the National flag and NFTE flag respectively amidst slogans by the comrades.
Com. Mahabir Singh welcomed all on behalf of the Reception Committee. The General
Secretary of Oldest Central Trade Union AITUC, Amarjit Kaur inaugurated the conference.
In her hour long speech she explained the danger of privatisation for the Central PSUs
due to the pro corporate policies of the Modi government. She also called upon the
working class to defeat the anti people but pro corporate policies of the central
government . Thereafter the General Secretaries of sister unions leaders including
BSNLEU, AIGETOA, SEWA-BSNL , SNEA, SNATTA, AIBSNLEA greeted the conference.

In the afternoon session Sri. P. K. Puruwar, CMD / BSNL and CGM / Jharkhand and
others addressed the conference. In his detailed speech the CMD expressed confidence
on the future of BSNL and explained the positive points about the Second Revival
Package for BSNL announced by the government of India. He also clarified his position on
the controversies about asking the employees to work for 10 -12 hours per day . He
refused few of his recent statements which were blatantly anti employees. A cultural
programme was also organised in the evening which reflected the rich traditions of
Jharkhand State and People.

Com . C . Singh submitted the report on activities of the union since the fifth AIC held in
Amritsar ( Punjab) in March, 2018 and Accounts/ Finance statements for adoption. The
discussion on these documents began immediately. 35 comrades including Circle
Secretaries , Central Office Bearers and delegates took part in the discussion. Both the
documents were adopted unanimously by the conference.



On the final day on 30/08/22 resolutions on Third Wage Revision, Medical Facilities ,
Promotional Policy, Recruitment on Compassionate Ground ( CGA), 4G / 5G spectrum
allotment for BSNL to ensure fair competition, condemnation of recent arrogant speech of
MOC , Ashwini Vaishnav, Opposition to the sales of BSNL mobile towers under the
National Monetisation Programme of Central Government, Demand for Government
Pension to the directly recruited employees of BSNL under the concept of ONE
COMPANY- ONE PENSION, Second Revival Package for BSNL announced by the
Government and many other demands were passed in the Ranchi Conference.

The Sixth AIC also called upon the employees of BSNL to vote and support the NFTE-
BSNL in the forthcoming ninth Membership Verification on 12/10/2022 to enable our union
to achieve the status of Main Recognised Union in BSNL so that the pending demands of
our employees are taken up with the management in a sustained manner. The conference
also appealed to all its office bearers and activists all over India to begin immediately the
campaign for the ensuing membership verification to ensure big victory for NFTE- BSNL.

The process for the election of new office bearers was completed smoothly . A panel
prepared by the meeting of all Circle Secretaries was proposed by Comrades Ranjan
Danni and Sompal Saini and was unanimously approved by the conference.
